TRAINERS 
Our summer camp instructors are the same 
instructors who teach our year-round program. 
They are qualified at all levels of equestrian 
riding and will help evaluate each student by 
level of riding ability to ensure maximum safety 
and individual growth. Our camp counselors 
come to us with years of horse experience and 
bring a great sense of fun and creativity. For all 
our staff, our number one concern is the safety 
and fun for our students, guests and visitors 
here at the Pebble Beach Equestrian Center. 
 
SUMMER CAMP 
Our summer camp provides young horse 
enthusiasts with an outstanding format of riding 
lessons, horsemanship, safe handling and fun.
